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The Multi-Storey Car Park in Station Road,
Orpington has been sold off to Tesco and is
to be redeveloped into a large
supermarket. The current plans will worsen
the existing traffic congestion, and provide
inadequate car parking for existing users of
the public spaces. Only 166 new public
spaces are provided when the existing
usage by employees of local businesses and
visitors to nearby shops exceed 350 on
most days.

Other car parking spaces will also be lost and there are no other spaces
elsewhere in Orpington that are suitable alternatives with sufficient capacity. In
addition it could take up to 2 years to redevelop the site leading to a temporary
massive shortfall for which there is currently no solution. Both businesses and
shops in Orpington will be severely impacted by these proposals.

In addition the development will overshadow nearby residential properties and
cause on-going noise and disruption. Join us in helping the local residents to fight
these proposals. We believe this is yet another example of political dogma and
ineptness by council staff which has allowed these plans to get this far. The
Bromley Borough Roads Action Group (B.B.R.A.G.) has consistently opposed
schemes such as this in the last few years, where the views of the electorate in
Bromley are ignored, and the transport network and parking facilities are

degraded.
